· assist you to present your case in the best light and in the best possible way.

· refer appropriate cases for further advice, support or representation.

What we cannot do for you
The CASRCLS will not:
· be responsible if a limitation period expires before you can be assisted by the CASRCLS
· take on the conduct of your case and represent you at any hearings

· act for you as your solicitor or sign any documents on your behalf
· communicate with the court, the other parties or legal representatives on your behalf

· pay for any fees, disbursements or costs orders incurred you.

Eligibility for assistance

The degree of assistance provided will be determined by your means and priority will be given to those LIPs who cannot afford private representation.

The CASRCLS reserves the right to not provide assistance where:

· your case lacks legal merit

· you do not comply with the orders of the Court or take our advice
· you can afford representation

· your case raises a conflict of interest

· you are eligible for legal aid

· your request is so urgent, the CASRCLS cannot effectively assist you in time.

Procedures

To obtain assistance, complete our Client Intake Form and we will assess your eligibility for assistance.
If you are eligible, we will ask you to read and complete the Terms & Conditions, obtain all the documents and information in order to assist you, and make an appointment for you with a solicitor.
