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      Law Walk for Justice
Join us for the inaugural Law Walk for Justice, a 5km walk along the Brisbane River on 
Monday 19 May 2008 to show your support for Queensland's pro bono legal services.

Chief Justice Paul de Jersey AC will lead the walk, which will leave from the Law Courts Complex at 7am and return along the river to the welcoming shade of the Botanic Gardens. The Queensland Law Society and Bar Association of Queensland have kindly agreed to sponsor breakfast for all walkers.

Unlike life, the Law Walk for Justice has no deadlines so you will be free to enjoy the lovely morning view of the river, rub shoulders with lawyers from all walks of life or catch up with old colleagues. However, if you are feeling 'time poor', you could jog the course and still arrive at your desk early.
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The event will raise money for the Queensland Public Interest Law Clearing House (QPILCH) Disbursement Fund. QPILCH is a non-profit community based legal organisation that coordinates the provision of pro bono legal services in public interest matters for individuals and community groups. QPILCH also provides access to justice for the homeless, refugees, people in debt and self-represented litigants.

The QPILCH Disbursement Fund is a source of direct and practical help to disadvantaged people seeking access to justice. 

Everyone is welcome to participate: lawyers, other legal employees, friends and family, and anyone who wants to show their support for access to justice. Registration is just $10 per person, but we also encourage you to seek sponsorship.

The walk will take about an hour, and we know that lawyers can bring in more than $10 an hour. So, ask friends, colleagues, employers or clients to sponsor you. We challenge you to bring in the same hourly rate for walking as you would do for sitting in your office.

This event has been a success for several years in London, where last year it raised £220,000. The Brisbane walk will coincide with walks in Sydney and Melbourne, and the London event is also on 19 May.
